An erector who provides objective evidence of satisfying all the requirements of the certification program is recommended to AISC for certification.  Here are just a few examples of the qualifications an AISC Certified Erector possesses:

· The firm’s written safety plan, compliant with governmental regulations, is understood and implemented by supervision and the erection crew.
· Crane operators have the Certification of Crane Operators or are equivalently trained and/or experienced.
· Project-specific erection plans with hoisting and erection requirements are communicated and implemented in the field.
· There is evidence of safety orientation for newly hired workers.

AISC Certified Erectors are committed to supporting the value of AISC Certification for owners, and the project team.  Certified firms confidently back this commitment by supporting an AISC administered formal complaint procedure available to any project team member involved in a project for which an AISC Certified Erector has supplied services.  Such complaints can jeopardize an erector’s certification status and may result in the loss of their certification.

It is in a project’s best interest to select a team member that is knowledgeable of good erection practices.  An AISC Certified erector can accurately translate the requirements from your drawings to the erection process.  It is more cost-effective to specify quality going into a project rather than inspect for it afterwards.  Finding – and fixing – mistakes after they’re made is expensive and time consuming.  And, just because the final product looks good doesn’t mean it will work.  Welding is a good example – appearance alone does not ensure that proper procedures were followed in making the weld; nor does it ensure the performance in years to come.
